President’s Report (Nourie)

1.  The president announced that fundraising will be a priority for the organization.  He is appointing Mike Rogers to the tier board as fundraising committee member.  In the fall Sharks Ice will be sponsoring an “umbrella” raffle encompassing all three clubs.  Ticket prices will be set at a later date, but each registered player will receive 50% of ticket price sold.

6.  All appointed Tier Board Members are remaining on the board.

7.  SJJS and Sharks Ice will be bidding to host the 2011 Tier National Championships.

Registrar’s Update (Speelman)

1. USA Hockey is changing membership renewal dates, and therefore all players must have new USA Hockey registration updated.  The new year begins May 1.  Any player registering for tryouts must be current with registration as of May 1, 2009.  The 09-10 season registration begins May 1, 2009.

Director’s Report (Zasowski)

1.  The Jr. Sharks did not apply for entry into the Tier 1 Elite Hockey League (formally the Midwest Elite Hockey League).  He did not feel that the league provided equivalent exposure for the 18AAA player as the SJJS 18AAA schedule.  He was also concerned by the estimated cost per player ($15,000 - $20,000) to be in the league.

2. Tier Coaches are expected to be announced May 1, 2009.

3. Try out Dates and registration forms to be posted online May 1, 2009.  Craig will meet with try-out administrators to assess needs and procedures.  

4. Recruitment of Tier 1 players will begin as soon as coaches are announced.  If there is any Tier II recruitment, it will adhere to Norcal, CAHA, and USA hockey guidelines.
